7. Aim of the Programme Module

This programme module aims to engender a basic knowledge, skill and competence in craft practice.

8. Objectives of the Programme Module

· To create an awareness of the range and depth of language and terminology associated with the craft, materials, tools and process

· To facilitate the exploration of tools and processes in creating different craft effects
 To develop an appreciation of the role of health and safety in craft 

· To assist in the creation of a craft item while following specific instructions, plans and directions. Incorporating commonly available craft items and processes

· To promote an awareness of artefact presentation

· To explore preferred processes and product realisations


· To assist the learner to develop the language, literacy and numeracy skills related to non-verbal communication through the medium of the module themes and content

· To enable the learner to take responsibility for his/her own learning.

10. Indicative Content

2. Use a range of tools and equipment to achieve different craft effects

Depending on the chosen craft area a selection of tools appropriate to the craft are identified and experimented with to create different effects

· Identify appropriate tools                        

· Explore mark making

· Create artefacts showing an appreciation of the range of effects

3. Take adequate safety precautions as directed

Follow and understand the role of safe practice, realising the importance of protective clothing, correct tool choice and dealing with accidents in the craft room using

· Question sheets

· Visual supports

· Group discussion

4. Construct a simple craft item according to instructions/plan/directions  

Following a design brief, students shall create an artefact exploring the chosen craft area following areas such as

· Written or oral directions

· Written instructions 

· A visual guide or plan

5. Identify preferred parts of the process and product

After exploring the craft of choice students can evaluate the areas they preferred giving reason why using

· Written worksheets

· Visual display

· Group discussion

6. Identify commonly available craft items using the same materials/ Processes

Identify available tools and materials explore the processes in using said items

· Photographs

· Written worksheets
