The collection of work assembled by each learner is designed to indicate that they have achieved each of the specific learning outcomes, and should demonstrate the following:

· Evidence of the use of personal response to pattern, e.g. indication of like/dislike of a pattern (visual or auditory), reproduction of a pattern, e.g. clapping along in time to music, copying of a visual pattern.

The collection of work may include worksheets, diagrams, cloze tests, multiple choice statements or other appropriate evidence in the form of written, oral, graphic, audio, video, visual, Tutor Verification - for example a description by the tutor of what was done by the candidate, clearly signed off by the tutor and candidate - or any combination of these. Any audio or video evidence must be provided as a recording.
