	Indicative Content  

1. Work with a limited range of craft materials to explore aesthetic aspects of a variety of crafts using appropriate language

· Research into types of material suitable for pyrography.

· Research into properties of wood suitable for Pyrography.

· Teacher / Tutor to demonstrate the use of the Pyrography machine to students to show how a two-dimensional drawing is achieved.

· Demonstrate ability to clean, sand and prepare wood for Pyrography

· Demonstrate ability to varnish, wax or polish wood for Pyrography.

2. Describe the basic principles for creating two-dimensional or three-dimensional crafts.

· With the help of visual aids such as a slide show or powerpoint presentation, two or three dimensional crafts will be shown and discussed with students in order to appreciate the finer aspects of Craftwork. 

· Students to practice the use of Pyrography machine themselves under close supervision of Teacher/Tutor to practice two dimensional work.

3. Describe a range of design options and preferred solutions to an idea or theme of interest to include gathering evidence of other crafts-persons practice.

· Explain the elements of the design process

· Explain stages of the design process.

· Students to select object for pyrography design and apply design procedure to same.

4. Use a range of craft tools and equipment correctly to include appropriate terminology.

· Explain the use of the various tools associated with pyrography.

· Describe the tools used for Pyrography and their uses.

· Present the pyrography machine and its parts. 

5. Use a range of craft processes on materials to include experimenting with a range of cutting techniques, joining, shaping, manipulating, finishing, rendering and decorating as appropriate.

· How to repair and replace a wire point on the machine.

· Demonstrate how to replace a wire point on the pyrography machine.

· Demonstrate ability to draw various lines and shapes on plywood

· Demonstrate ability to draw various lines and shapes on Pine.

· Demonstrate ability to shade / render on Plywood

· Demonstrate ability to shade / render on Pine.

6. Make a range of craft products in two or three dimensions to include selecting appropriate materials, equipment and processes and paying attention to costs.

· Burn selected design on A4 Plywood panel

·  Burn selected design on A4 Pine panel.

7. Use known solutions to prevent or resolve a limited range of common technical problems associated with the medium, equipment or process.

· How designs are transferred to wood.

· How to apply finish to completed work.

8. Display completed craft products with supporting research and design work.

· Students will display their completed products showing their ability to shade/ render and burn designs on Plywood and Pine. They will include research into the final deigns. 

9. Comment on the completed craft products to include the materials used, standard of workmanship, the craft skills learnt, and difficulties encountered in making the products.

· Evaluation report to be completed by students commenting on their completed products, standard of workmanship, skills learnt and difficulties they encountered

10. Apply good workshop practice to include set up and preparation, organization and cleanup of the work area.

· Students to produce a schedule of work for their final project to include set-up, preparation, organisation & cleanup of work area.

11. Apply appropriate health, safety and personal hygiene practices to safeguard against accidents and hazards.

· Health & Safety techniques to be observed by students, including a Question & Answer session.

· Health & Safety quiz to be completed by students.

12. Demonstrate the application of communications, team working and quality awareness while working in a craft environment.

· Student to present finished work to peer group.

· Peer group to fill in questionnaire in relation to quality of student’s work.

· Teacher / Tutor to fill in evaluation sheet in relation to student’s presentation

Support materials should provide evidence of exploration of the craft medium, materials manipulation and of the design process.
