This programme module aims to provide the learner with an understanding of their own attitudes in relation to crime, factors influencing criminal behaviour and the implications of crime on victims.

 Objectives:

· Contemplate their understanding of what is ‘right’ and ‘wrong’

· Become aware of factors which influence criminal behaviour and explore personal attitudes to crime

· Reflect on the impact of crime on victims

· Understand and critique elements of the justice system as it relates to young people

· Demonstrate an understanding of the reality of prison life

	Indicative Content

1. Explain personal values and factors which influence them
· Explore with the learner the values that are important to them. Examples will include:

· Courage

· Loyalty

· Wisdom

· Honesty

· Respect

· Independence

· Team-Work

· Discipline/Order

· Reputation

· Wealth

· Status

· Freedom of Expression

· Friendship

· Family

· Compassion 
· Discuss with the learners what influences the development of their personal values through asking them to word storm what they think these influences might be. You may need to prompt with some of the following: The law, family, friends, own experience, where we live, what we read or learn from others. 

2. Identify situations of wrong doing and their impact on the individual, family and society
· Identify situations of wrong doing. 

· Explain how these situations might impact on the individual, family and society. 

· It might be an idea to use a celebrity fallen from grace e.g. a footballer who has had an affair/soap opera character and discuss the impact of their actions on their family members/friends/community. 

· Discuss with the learner the effects of their wrong doing on his/her family and their community. 

3. Describe the difference between wrong doing and crime, and personal attitudes to crime 

· Describe the difference between a crime and something that is wrong

· Verbalise how s/he feels about people who are involved in crime

· Take part in a debate focusing on the way people who are involved in crime are treated

· Demonstrate an understanding of why people get involved in crime

4. Discuss factors which influence participation in offending behaviour and criminal behaviour
· List 4 factors which contribute towards people getting into trouble

· List 4 factors which contribute towards people staying out of trouble

· Discuss factors which may contribute towards a person participating in offending

· behaviour

· Describe his/her image of a typical Irish offender
5. Describe the impact of crime on victims' feelings

· List words s/he associates with the term ‘victim’

· Describe feelings that s/he thinks a victim may have

· Debate whether a person is a victim or not based on a given scenario

9. Role-play a scenario involving negotiation of agreement by all parties following committing an offence.  

· Create a scenario that involves a person who has carried out an offence, a parent/guardian (of the offender if he/she is under 18), a victim of that offence, a Garda or a Probation Officer.

· Participate in a role-play based on the above scenario, whereby all parties must agree on an outcome that is satisfactory to all (e.g. the offender agrees to apologise in writing to the victim and be supervised by the JLO for 6 months)

10. Describe the learning gained from participation in the role-play prior to reaching agreement. 

· Understand how each of the actors felt during the role-play

· List two issues that the actors faced whilst striving towards an agreement

· Identify two negative and two positive features of restorative justice


11. Discuss the application of the justice system to young people and how it might be improved.  

· Describe what may happen when a young person under 18 is found guilty of committing a crime

· Choose two elements of the justice system and critique how they apply to young people

· Identify at least two negative and two positive aspects of the identified elements

· Suggest recommendations to remedy how the negative aspects could be improved upon 

12. Discuss the effectiveness of prison and its alternatives on behaviour.
· Understand the purpose of prison sentences

· Discuss whether prison sentences achieve what they set out to do

· Explore alternatives to custody that are currently available in Ireland

· Discuss the benefits of these alternatives to custody

· Debate whether or not, prison is better than the available alternatives
