7. Aim of the Programme Module

This programme module aims to equip the learner with the relevant knowledge, skills and competence to communicate effectively through the language in everyday situations with a considerable amount of autonomy. The emphasis is on improving the learner’s skills through listening, speaking, reading and writing.
8. Objectives of the Programme Module

· To create an awareness and gain an understanding of the culture and customs of the country where the language is used.
· To engender in the learner the ability to express him/herself in the language, in a range of social, personal and work-related situations through listening, speaking, reading and writing.

· To promote self-reliance in communicating in the language through knowledge of essential phrases and to use relevant vocabulary to clarify understanding.

· To assist the learner to develop the language, literacy and numeracy skills related to the target language through the medium of the module themes and content.

· To enable the learner to take responsibility for his/her own learning.
9. Learning Outcomes of Level 4 Spanish 4N1178
Learners will be able to: 
1. Display awareness of some of the key features of the society and culture of the target country, to include greetings and other courtesies, food and drink, and the infrastructure of daily life

10. Indicative Content 

This section provides suggestions for programme content but is not intended to be prescriptive. The programme module can be delivered through classroom based learning activities, group discussions, one-to-one tutorials, field trips, case studies, role play and other suitable activities, as appropriate.

The indicative content allows the teacher/tutor to tailor the course to meet the needs of learners, using appropriate methodologies and approaches to empower the learner.

Section 1: Culture and Customs
The learner will demonstrate an awareness of the culture and customs appropriate to the country where the language is used

· Be familiar with social norms e.g. the conventions of politeness, the appropriate form of address (formal, informal), commonly used phrases and idioms

· Be aware of aspects of daily life e.g. food and drink - traditional cuisine, living and working conditions, celebrations and customs, recognized holidays.

· Have some knowledge of geography and history e.g. place in the world, major cities, towns, and places of special interest, important dates and events, major historical figures.

· Sample traditional music and literature and popular culture e.g. music, television, cinema, magazines and newspapers.

· Be aware of major religions, observances and codes of practices.
Section 2: Everyday Usage – Effective listening and speaking
Using correct pronunciation and intonation learners will use the language to:
· Communicate in everyday situations such as meeting, greeting and socialising.

· Converse at an appropriate level in familiar and a general range of social and work settings e.g. in a local shop, at a party, at a child’s school, on the telephone.

· Maintain a conversation when faced with difficulties in communication.

· Discuss personal information such as name, address, family, telephone numbers.

· Talk about their daily lives, e.g.  pastimes, interests, hobbies, work, education, local environment and amenities. 

· Develop a vocabulary associated with food and drink, travel and accommodation, shopping and making purchases.

· Follow, seek and give directions.  

· Become familiar with vocabulary around weather, seasons and climate.

· Improve vocabulary for numbers, times and dates.

· Develop vocabulary associated with public services, e.g.   post, telephone, banking, police, hospital, doctor and emergency services.

· Express feelings, desires, needs and attitudes e.g. likes and dislikes.

· Ask for or offer advice or assistance, make arrangements, make a complaint/appointment

· Understand vocabulary associated with information technology such as mobile phones, ATM’s, computers.

· Listen to the language in everyday use and demonstrate comprehension.

Section 3: Writing

The learner will develop skills necessary to write in the language using correct grammatical structure and syntax

Learner will be able to write:

· Informal text e.g. greeting card, invitation, postcard, short note, personal letter.

· Formal communication e.g. letter of job application or CV, letter of complaint, note to a teacher, form filling. 

· For leisure e.g. keep a diary, word puzzles or games.

· Simple text e.g. shopping list, telephone message and emails.

Section 4: Reading

The learner will develop skills to read in the language and to extract information

Learner will be able to:

· Develop reading techniques such as skimming, scanning, locating, to extract essential information from a variety of texts such as articles, brochures, catalogues, advertisements, recipes and telephone directories.

· Read and understand social sight vocabulary e.g. signs and notices, menus, timetables

· Read short texts and emails

· Follow instructions for using ATM’s, vending machines, public telephones, fax machines, websites and mobile communications.

· Encourage fluency by reading for leisure, using short passages and texts on familiar topics.

Guidelines for Assessment Activities

The assessor is required to devise assessment briefs and marking schemes for the collection of work and skills demonstration. In devising the assessment briefs care should be taken to ensure that the learner is given the opportunity to show evidence of achievement of ALL the learning outcomes. 

Assessment briefs may be designed to allow the learner to make use of a wide range of media in presenting assessment evidence, as appropriate. Quality assured procedures must be in place to ensure the reliability of learner evidence.

	The collection of work may be produced throughout the duration of this programme module. The collection will include a minimum of eight items. Four reading items and four writing items must be included.  

	The learner will compile a collection of work to include evidence that demonstrates the following:
Culture & Customs
Candidates will be required to complete a short study of the culture or customs of the country where the language is spoken.
Reading 

Candidates will be required to extract essential, factual information from at least 4 authentic and semi –authentic texts. Items could include:

· letter 

· simple operational instructions / signs / notices

· short passage from a magazine / newspaper article

· menu

· advertisement  

· brochure

Writing 

Candidates will be required to write four of the following:
· about themselves 

· a short passage on a specific topic 

· short e-mails / faxes / postcards

· fill in a simple form
· choice of letter, formal or informal
All instructions and questions to candidates must be in English / first language.

Study of culture and customs must be written in English / first language.
Evidence of reading: candidates must answer questions in English / first language.

Evidence of writing: candidates must write in the target language, and text may be handwritten or word processed. Dictionaries may be used.


	Skills Demonstration

	In one or more skills demonstration, candidates will be assessed in oral and aural skills in the target language.  The skills may be assessed during the course of the module or in test conditions at a specified time. 

	Effective listening & speaking

Candidates will be required to:
· Listen to the language and demonstrate understanding
· Talk about and respond to questions on themselves, family and interests

· Participate in a dialogue set in a social / private domain e.g. shopping, asking / receiving directions, eating out etc.

The aural comprehension, personal interview and dialogue must each be at least 3 minutes in duration.

Evidence presented will include:
· tape (digital - audio or video )/worksheets
· scripts /list of questions / role play scenarios 

All instructions to candidates must be in English / first language.

The dialogue, all verbal questions and responses must be in the target language.

The candidate may be given 10 minutes to prepare for the dialogue.

Dictionaries may not be used.
