	Aims and Objectives of the Programme Module

This programme module aims to equip the Learner with a range of skills in painting and decorating for use in their social, personal, in a supervised environment work environment.  This will encourage the Learner to have the confidence to use these skills in their daily lives. 

Objectives:

· To familiarise the learner with the correct terminology when using painting and decorating tools and equipment.
· To familiarise the learner with the correct techniques when using painting and decorating tools and equipment.
· To develop competencies in painting and decorating techniques using a range of tools and equipment.
· To create an awareness of how and when to use painting and decorating tools and equipment correctly and safely.


	Learning Outcomes of Level 3 Painting and Decorating 3N0562
Learners will be able to:

1. Select the materials and tools required to complete a range of painting and decorating tasks.
2.  List the sequence of steps for the completion of a given painting or decorating task.
3.  Describe the appropriate uses for thinners, primers, fillers, undercoat, varnish and wallpaper paste.
4.  Prepare an area for painting or varnishing to include removal of old paint or wallpaper, cleaning and filling, sanding, priming and staining.
5.  Paint a prepared area using paint or varnish.
6.  Hang paper and fix borders using the appropriate techniques, tools and materials.
7.  Apply appropriate health, safety and personal hygiene procedures when painting and paper hanging to include the appropriate use and storage of paints and other chemicals, ladders, trestles, brushes and tools.

	Indicative Content and Programme Outcomes.
The indicative content does not cover all teaching possibilities. The teacher/tutor is encouraged to be creative in devising and implementing other approaches, as appropriate. The use of examples is there to provide suggestions. The teacher/tutor is free to use other examples, as appropriate. It is the teacher’s/tutor’s responsibility to ensure that all learning outcomes are included in the delivery of this programme module.


	Learning Outcome 1:
Select the materials and tools required to complete a range of
painting and decorating tasks

	Facilitate the learner to identify materials and tools required for painting and decorating.
Painting Materials e.g.
· Sand paper, fillers, sugar soap, paint.
Decorating Materials: e.g.
· Wall paper and borders, stencils, wall paper table, paste.
Painting Tools: e.g.
· Paint brush, scraper, filling knife, steam stripper.
Decorating Tools: e.g.

· Paper hanging brush, scissors, blades, spirit level.
Types of abrasives and their uses e.g.

· Flexible sanding pad-intricate areas such as mouldings, architraves.
· Sanding block-flush surface.
· Wet or dry abrasive paper-wet to remove sags and runs and dry to smooth a surface.
Types, components and appropriate uses of a selection of paint brushes and rollers.
Types of paint brushes e.g.

· Synthetic-man made used for water based or oil based paints.
· Natural bristle-mainly for oil based paints.
Component parts e.g.

· Handle, feral, bristle.
Types of rollers e.g.

· Mohair used for gloss or varnish.
· Foam used for emulsion or oil based paint.
· Lambswool used for emulsion or oil based paint.
Component parts e.g.

· Pile, roller sleeve.
Facilitate the learner to identify the different hand and power tools e.g.
· Painting Hand tools; sanding block, wire brush, shave hook.
· Painting Power tools; cordless drill/screwdriver.
· Decorating Hand Tools; pasting brush, paper hanging brush, cutting knife, blades, scissors.

· Decorating Power Tools; steam stripper.
Define the function and safety precautions of each tool
Painting  Hand tools function and safety precautions e.g.
· Sanding block used to smooth a surface. Wear a dust mask.

· Wire brush used for cleaning surfaces. Avoid skin contact.

· Shave hook used for scraping intricate areas. Avoid body contact and store carefully.

Painting Power tools function and safety precautions

· Safety precautions relating to cordless drill/screwdriver.
Decorating Hand Tools function and safety precautions

· Pasting brush for pasting wallpaper .Avoid skin contact with paste.
· Cutting knife and blades for cutting paper. Retract blade when not in use and dispose of blades carefully.

Decorating Power Tools function and safety precautions

· Steam stripper to remove existing wallpaper. Never allow water level to drop below the element.

Identify a range of different water and oil based paints, primers and varnishes

· Water based: emulsion, primers, varnish, satinwood, gloss.
· Oil based: primers, varnish, satinwood, gloss.
 Identify a variety of common wallpapers e.g.

· Lining paper, vinyl, blown vinyl.
Calculate and list a range of materials required to complete a project.

Measure area to be painted or wallpapered.

Decide on size of paint cans e.g. 
· 5 litre can covers an amount of space in square metres.
Using British standard wallpaper size, calculate the number of rolls required.

Use measuring tape, pencil and calculator.

	Learning Outcome 2:
 List the sequence of steps for the completion of a given painting

or decorating task

	Facilitate the learner to understand the correct sequence required for a given task whilst complying with Health and Safety procedures.

Painting:

1. Calculate the amount of paint required to complete the task.

2. Choose suitable paint colours.
3. Organise work place.

4. Prepare surface.
5. Fill surface where necessary and allow to dry.
6. Sand surface until smooth if necessary.
7. Wipe/hoover dust from surface.

8. Apply undercoat.
9. Allow undercoat to dry.
10. Apply finish coat/s of paint (consider number of coats necessary).
Decorating:

1. Calculate the amount of wallpaper required to complete the task.

2. Choose suitable wallpaper.
3. Organise work place.

4. Prepare surface.
5. Mark out starting point.
6. Measure and cut wallpaper.
7. Hang wallpaper.
8. Mark out, cut and fix border.  

	Learning Outcome 3: 
Describe the appropriate uses for thinners , primers, fillers ,

undercoat, varnish and wallpaper paste.

	Demonstrate good safe practice throughout the activity.

Types of surfaces and defects e.g.

· Surfaces: plaster wall, stone wall, timber studding.
· Defects: damp, uneven surface, staining.

Describe appropriate use of the following materials;

· Thinners-used to thin paint consistency.
        Add water to paint if using water based paint.

                       Add white spirits to paint if using oil based paint.

· Primers - used on porous surfaces to seal and on non porous surface to allow paint to adhere. Apply by brush roller or spray gun.

· Fillers-used to fill holes and surface imperfections. Ready mixed applied with a filling knife. Powder form must be mixed with water and applied with a filling knife.

· Undercoat-used for surface coverage. Apply with brush or roller.

· Varnish-used mostly on timber. Apply with brush or roller.
· Wallpaper-used on ceilings or walls. Apply with paper hanging brush.

	Using appropriate safety equipment and protective clothing throughout the activity

Painting

1. Removal of old paint.

4. Staining.
Select appropriate methods of paint or wallpaper removal.

Correct use of safety equipment, clothing precautions.

· Keep working area clean and tidy.

 Hang paper and fix borders using the appropriate techniques, tools and materials

	· Calculate quantities of wallpaper for specific areas.
· Use of paperhanging tools and equipment.
· Select and mix suitable pastes and adhesives as per manufacturer’s specifications.
· Measure, plumb, cut, paste and hang paper.
· Pattern matching, jointing and returning corners.
· Work safely from ladders and trestles.
· Exercising due care when using scissors, blades and knives for trimming wallpaper.
· Select appropriate starting point for hanging paper.
· Accurate alignment using plumb bob, level.

Apply appropriate health, safety and personal hygiene procedures when painting and paper hanging to include the appropriate use and storage of paints and other chemicals, ladders, trestles, brushes and tools


	· Identifying the risks to health and the hazards associated with paint and chemicals, and safe storage procedure.

· Identifying and stating the safety precautions to be taken when using ladders, trestles.
· Identifying and following good safety practice when using scissors, knives and blades for cutting and trimming wallpaper.
