1. Welcome and receive your client into the salon and conduct a professional consultation to include hair and scalp analysis to detect if there are any contraindication present 
2. Examine hair and scalp to ensure there are no cuts abrasions, infestations present or any other issues to prevent use of  piece
3. Demonstrate health and safety procedures
4. Follow manufactures instructions when using equipment
5. Ensure all equipment is in compliance with regulations
6. Examine the clients lifestyle and identify any possible allergies present

Section 4 : Examine dressing and up styling hair to include, dry setting for volume, vertical French pleat, hair twists and plaits
1. Welcome and receive your client into the salon and conduct a professional consultation to include hair and scalp analysis to detect if there are any contraindication present
· Identify the factors that influence a hairstyle, such as age, lifestyle and occasion;
· Suggest hairstyles to suit face, head and body shapes
· Suggest hairstyles to suit hair growth patterns and hair texture
· Demonstrate thorough knowledge of salon products i.e.
a. Benefits in use
b. Functions
c. Features
2. Setting Hair;
· Select appropriate combs, brushes and fixing agents to complete style
· Select rollers appropriate to style requirement
· Apply styling product
· Wind hair around rollers to base of section and secure with hair pins
· Place hair net correctly on client’s head
· Position client under a pre-heated hood dryer and ensure client’s comfort and safety. 
· Dress hair into desired shape and form, using the mirror to ensure an even balance is achieved
· Finish hair with fixing agents and ensure client’s safety in the process to include a finished look from a retro period which may be 30’s, 40’s for 50’s inspired looks
· Demonstrate the following pin-curl techniques:
a. Barrel spring
b. Clock spring
c. Reverse pin-curls
· Demonstrate finger waving techniques
· Demonstrate back combing techniques
· Demonstrate a variety of plaiting techniques to include French, German and fish tail plaiting
3. Blow drying hair;
· Select and use the correct brushes,  suitable tools and equipment to complete style
· Apply styling products
· Section the hair in preparation for styling techniques including:
a. Curly blow dry
b. Flick out blow dry
c. Straight blow dry
d. Short hair blow dry
e. Scrunch dry
· Produce root lift and movement
· Demonstrate dexterity in using tools and equipment
· Demonstrate skill of producing root lift and movement using fingers and hands only
· Demonstrate sectioning, controlling, positioning and securing hair

4. Identify and contraindications before the application of the hair extensions
5. Demonstrate the method of securing hair extensions to include glue, clip and weft extensions
6. Demonstrate how to wrap hair efficiently
7. Finish styling and fixing agents ensuring the clients safety at all times
8. Understand the theoretical background to hair extensions  and wig fitting

1. Identify a variety of hair extensions which is supported by a theoretical understanding
2. Give good advice as to the most appropriate extensions for the individual client

1. Welcome and receive your client into the salon and conduct a professional consultation to include hair and scalp analysis to detect if there are any contraindication present
2. Demonstrate  dexterity in back combing  and back brushing techniques
3. Identify how to secure clips in hair using the crossing technique
4. Detail the functions of radial brush and the various sizes 
5. Detail the functions of paddle brush and benefits of use
6. Detail the functions of a variety of combs and benefits of use
7. Ensure the ornamentation is suitable for your clients needs through the consultation process
8. Describe in detail the process you indent to carry using examples from a style book and confirm with your client before you proceed
9. Demonstrate sectioning, controlling, positioning and securing hair

Section 9 : Demonstrate sectioning, controlling, positioning and securing hair
1. Welcome and receive your client into the salon and conduct a professional consultation to include hair and scalp analysis to detect if there are any contraindication present
2. Demonstrate the 9 section process ensuring straight lines and 45 degree angles
3. Working in mythological way to ensure best possible results
4. Ensure good tension is used at all times which may vary depending on service delivered
5. Ensure all lines are clean and neat
6. Ensure all grips and sectioning clips are clean and up to the health and safety standards
7. Ensure all hair is secured in a neat professional manner
8. Identify the factors that influence a hairstyle, such as age, lifestyle and occasion;
9. Suggest hairstyles to suit face, head and body shapes
Section 10 :Demonstrate dressing hair using different combing and back brushing and preparation techniques to include dry setting, French pleating, hair twists, plaits and bridal hair.
1. Welcome and receive your client into the salon and conduct a professional consultation to include hair and scalp analysis to detect if there are any contraindication present
2. Demonstrate dexterity in back combing and back brushing techniques reinforced by the theoretical understanding
3. Prep hair according to finished look required i.e. curling, setting wet or dry setting techniques
4. Create a French pleat using the theoretical understanding to support
5. Create hair twists using the theoretical understanding to support
6. Create a selection of plaits including French and fishtail using the theoretical understanding to support
7. Create a bridal look using the theoretical understanding to support
8. Ensure when using electrical appliances all health and safety procedures are adhered to at all times i.e. GHD’s. Wands etc. 
9. Work in a mythological fashion to ensure best results
10. Select appropriate styling aids which may include hairspray, shine pray
11. Ensure the finished look is suitable for your clients requirements and enhances their appearance
12. Ensure the hairline is correctly prepared i.e. nape whirls or cowl licks are smoothed out
13. Ensure that there are no clips on show  when presenting the finished produce
14. Ensure the clips and bands used correspond to your clients hair colour
15. Demonstrate sectioning, controlling, positioning and securing hair

Section 11 : Demonstrate a range of methods of wrapping hair prior to wig fitting, securing wig, hairpiece or hair extensions to include the use of glue, clip and weft extensions
1. Welcome and receive your client into the salon and conduct a professional consultation to include hair and scalp analysis to detect if there are any contraindication present
2. Establish if a wet wrap is required or a dry wrap is sufficient
3. Ensure the hair is smooth and ready to be worked on
4. Decide the type of wig, hair piece or extensions to be used
5. Ensure good tension is used at all times
6. Demonstrate sectioning, controlling, positioning and securing hair

7. If backcombing boost powder may be applied to enhance the back combed area
8. Hair spray may be used for support although it is recommended to use sparingly until the style has been completed
9. Shine spray may be used on the completed look to add shine and lustre 
10. If the client had curly hair this may benefit from some mousse or a styling cream to define the curl

1. Welcome and receive your client into the salon and conduct a professional consultation to include hair and scalp analysis to detect if there are any contraindication present

10. Demonstrate professionalism as some clients may be very sensitive
11. Demonstrate how to fit a wig or hair piece on to a client
12. Demonstrate a clear understanding on how to personalise the piece
13. Give clear and concise home care advise to client
14. Offer a backup service on how to clean and maintain the piece
