This programme module aims to provide a learner with the knowledge, skills and understanding of the evolving embroidery tradition to produce successfull 2D and 3D artefacts exploiting a wide range of materials.
Objectives of the Programme Module
· To appreciate the historical traditions of embroidery.
· To explore the changing/contemporary face of embroidery within the realms of Textile Art and Applied Art.
·  To recognise the possibilities of embroidery and decorative stitch.
· To enable the learner to explore, manipulate and apply a variety of fibres and materials in response to primary and secondary source work. 
· To enable the learner to establish a personal process in response to set briefs.
· To assist the learner to develop the academic and vocational language, literacy and numeracy skills related to Embroidery through the medium of the indicative content. 
· To enable the learner to take responsibility for his/her own learning.

Indicative Content

Section 1: Embroidery Skills Introduction
Explore with the Learner the range of hand embroidery tools, equipment available, for example:
· embroidery frame(s) - ring frame (hoop) and/or slate (rectangular/square).
· embroidery scissors.
· fabric shears.
· rotary cutter.
· selection of sewing needles and pins.
· Pincushion/magnet.
· measuring tape.
Explore with the Learner the range of machine embroidery tools, equipment and machinery available, for example:
· Bernina, Janome sewing machines
· Babylock embellisher machine
· free machine setting and attachments
· embellisher settings and attachments
Explore with the Learner a range of additional tools, equipment and machinery available to enhance the possibilities of embroidery, for example:
· heat tool
· stencil tool
· smocking machine
· revolving punch pliers
Enable the Learner to demonstrate responsible workshop practice with regard to health, safety and environmental practice, for example:
· use of workshop/studio tools, equipment and machinery for the preparation and execution of embroidery 
 Explore with the Learner a range of embroidery materials for hand and machine embroidered textile art and applied artwork, for example:
· a variety of fabric
· a variety of threads and fibres
· a variety of trimmings 
· a variety of stabilisers - Vilene, bondino, tear away, cut away, and water soluble
Facilitate the Learner to explore the possibilities and limitations of traditional embroidery through the initial application of skills and techniques, for example:
· a range of stitch types
· a range of techniques 
· use of a variety of fabrics
· use of a variety of threads and fibres
· use of a variety of trimmings 
· use of applicable stabilisers - Vilene, bondino, tear away, cut away, and water soluble
This exploration should enable the Learner to begin to discover the potential for creativity and self-expression through the medium of embroidery.

Section 2: Research and Development
Assist the Learner to become familiar with the evolving embroidery tradition, for example:
· identify specific methods and approaches
· identify key historical and contemporary practices
· identify key practitioners
Through access and links to, for example:
· Gallery visits, lectures and studio visits
· Internet searches
· access to specific publications, periodicals, newspapers and magazine articles, for example:

· Selvedge
· Surface
· Crafts ( the magazine of Contemporary Craft)

Facilitate the Learner to appreciate the evolving embroidery tradition by undertaking some focused research , for example:
· key practice or practitioner
· key tradition
· key body of work
· key era, period
· key set of artefacts
This exploration should allow the Learner to produce specific research in response to the work of others,
· appreciate the principles and elements of design - colour, balance, shape, form and texture
· further understand the properties and characteristics of a variety of methods
· become familiar with the vocabulary and terminology of design, textiles and embroidery
Enable the Learner to demonstrate a critical awareness by focusing on a specific piece or body of work from research, for example:
· review the body of work
· analyse the body of work
· highlight particular methods or skills
· comment on the use of materials
· comment on the effectiveness of a set of materials and stitch work
· appreciate the standard of the work
· value the process and outcome
Section 3: Exploration and Application
Enable the Learner to understand the importance of research and development for embroidery experimentation:
· primary sources - drawing from life and observational drawings
· secondary sources - collected visual and written material 
Enable the Learner to develop and apply an acquired acceptable level of competency in specific embroidery skills and techniques, for example:
· use traditional and non-traditional materials
· use a variety of scales and sizes
· experiment with the interplay between materials and stitch
· produce expressive exploratory work 
Facilitate the Learner to engage with an embroidery design process in response to a personal body of research, for example:
· adapt source material (primary and secondary)
· generate design ideas and concepts using the principles and elements of design
· produce support studies
· carry our workshop experiments
· produce test pieces
· generate design solutions
· make decisions and judgements
· understand time management
This undertaking should enable the learner to produce completed 2D and 3D artworks or artefacts to a set of briefs within a set timescale.

Section 4: Presentation and Critique
Enable the Learner to support their finished embroidered textile art or applied art works with, for example: 
· technical file
· personal notebook
· ideas boards
· mood boards 
· design development sheets
