Section 3: Vacuum Suction

Facilitate the learner to:

· Explain how the machine works to include:
· Vacuum pump driven by electric motor
· Variety of ventouses
· Suction effect 

· List the benefits and effects of treatment to include:
· Increases lymph and blood flow
· Reduces  oedema
· Increases vasodilation/erythema
· Increases cell metabolism and desquamation
· Reduces appearance of fine lines
· Increases cleansing

· Explain how the treatment is performed:
· Work towards lymph nodes
· Select the correct ventouse size
· Check the pressure does not exceed 10-20 % 
· Apply sufficient medium
· Lift and drain to nearest set of lymph nodes
· Release the pressure before lifting off the area
· Overlap the previous stroke by no more than half a centimetre

Section 4: High Frequency (Direct and Indirect)

Facilitate the learner to:

· Explain how the machine works to include:
· Use of glass electrodes with metal end connectors
· Flow of current
· Gases (neon, argon, mercury vapour or air) in electrode ionise and conduct current to the skin

· How ozone is produced
· Guidelines for sparking

· Explain the benefits and effects of direct high frequency (effluvation) to include: 
· Stimulates germicidal, drying and healing effect 
· Aids desquamation
· Increases blood circulation causing erythema
· Stimulates cellular metabolism in the area
· Improves secretion of sebaceous / sweat glands
· Stimulates drying effect on blemishes achieved by sparking

· Explain the benefits and effects of indirect high frequency (Viennese massage) to include: 
· Warms the superficial skin
· Increases blood circulation causing erythema
· Stimulates cellular metabolism in the area
· Improves secretion of sebaceous and sweat glands
· Aids desquamation
· Nourishes the skin

· Explain how the direct high frequency treatment is performed to include:
· Apply suitable medium and gauze to client’s skin
· Select suitable electrode for the treatment area
· Place the electrode on the client’s skin, switch on the machine and slowly increase the intensity of current or alternatively place one’s finger on electrode, switch on the machine, circle the electrode on the client’s skin and then remove one’s finger from the electrode
· Lower the intensity to zero and switch off the machine before removing the electrode from the client’s skin or alternatively place one’s finger on electrode, switch off the machine and then remove the electrode from the client’s skin
· Communicate with the client throughout the treatment checking client’s comfort and skin reaction
· Choose treatment timing appropriate to the client’s skin type and skin condition, skin reaction and tolerance to treatment

· Explain how the indirect high frequency treatment is performed  to include:
· Apply suitable medium to client’s skin
· Apply talc to the client’s hand before placing the saturator electrode firmly into her hands
· Place one hand on the client’s face and start to perform circular massage movements, then with the other hand switch on the machine
· Slowly increase the intensity of the current
· Place both hands on the client’s skin and perform a facial massage
· Do not perform tapotement movements
· Remove one hand from the client’s skin and slowly reduce the intensity of the current and switch off the machine while keeping the other hand in contact with the client’s skin
· Remove the saturator electrode from the client’s hand
· Communicate with the client throughout the treatment checking client’s comfort and skin reaction
· Choose treatment timing appropriate to the client’s skin type and skin condition, skin reaction and tolerance to treatment

Facilitate the learner to:

· Explain how the machine works to include:
· Intensity control
· Output sockets
· Different types of electrodes and attachments
· Polarity 
· Interpolar effects between the cathode and the anode
· Desincrustation
· Iontophoresis
· Milliamp meter
· Active electrode
· Inactive electrode
· Cathode
· Anode
· Law of Physics - like charges repel, opposite charges attract
· Ion
· Anion
· Cation
· Saponification
· Cataphoresis
· Anaphoresis


· Explain the benefits and effects of the desincrustation treatment to include:
· The cathode
· Produces sodium hydroxide
· Releases hydrogen gas
· Increases vasodilation and erythema
· Irritates sensory nerves
· Increases tissue fluid drawn to the area
· Produces heat under the electrode
· Increases circulation
· Softens skin
· Opens pores
· Saponfies sebum in follicles
· Dries the skin
· The anode
· Produces hydrochloric acid
· Restores the acid mantle
· Releases oxygen
· Reduces vasodilation and erythema
· Produces mild heat under the electrode
· Decreases excitability and conductivity of nerves
· Closes pores

· Explain the benefits and effects of the iontophoresis treatment to include:
· Effects specific to the products used 
· Increases vasodilation
· Increases cell metabolism
· Aids desquamation
· Desquamates the skin
· Improves skin colour and texture

· Explain how the treatment is performed:  
· Prepare the client’s skin, apply a suitable product, gauze etc.
· Apply petroleum jelly around the eyes to prevent flashing
· Place the inactive electrode in a damp, sponge envelope and place in the client’s hand
· Choose the polarity appropriate to the treatment and the product used
· Place the active electrode(s) on the client’s skin
· Turn on the machine and gradually increase the intensity of current until the client feels a tingling sensation while keeping the electrode moving at all times
· Adhere to machine manufacturer`s instructions regarding appropriate intensities 
· Adhere to specific treatment timings for the required treatment and the client’s skin tolerance
· Communicate with the client throughout treatment regarding skin temperature and ask her to report any discomfort
· Keep the electrodes moving and in contact with the skin throughout the treatment
· If performing desincrustation, reverse the polarity towards the end of the treatment to restore the pH of the skin
· Keep the electrode moving and on the skin, turn the current down slowly and switch off the machine before removing the electrode

Facilitate the learner to:

· Explain how the machine works to include 
· Neuro-muscular electrical stimulation
· Monophasic and biphasic currents
· Pulses
· Frequency
· Different types of current 
· Various types of electrode

· Explain the benefits and effects of the treatment to include: 
· Stimulates muscles to contract
· Improves muscle tone and contours of the face
· Increases vasodilation
· Increases blood and lymph circulation
· Irritates sensory nerve endings

· Explain how the treatment is performed:
· The client should be in a semi-reclined position
· Explain the initial pins and needles sensation and how the treatment works to the client
· Ensure that intensity controls are at zero
· Dampen electrode with saline and ensure it remains moist throughout the treatment
· Place the electrode on the face and turn up the intensity only when the surge light is on
· Turn up the intensity until the client feels a prickling sensation then continue to increase the intensity until a contraction is produced
· Always turn off before moving the electrode
· Work up one side of the face and neck, then work up the opposite side
· Do not over treat the muscles, 6 to 8 contractions per muscle are required then turn the intensity to zero
· Repeat the procedure three times
· Advise on facial exercises as part of homecare

· Improves skin colour

· Explain how the treatment is performed:
· Apply a suitable electrolyte gel
· Select the treatment electrode
· Place and move probes in a gliding motion (the large probe towards the smaller one)
· Return all control settings to zero at the end of the treatment and remove excess gel from the client’s skin

Section 8: Infra-Red
Facilitate the learner to:

· Explain how the machine works to include:
· The basic structure of the electromagnetic spectrum
· The inverse square law
· The cosine law

· Explain  the benefits and effects of the treatment to include: 
· Softens the skin and prepares the skin for further treatment
· Aids the absorption of creams, oils, masks
· Opens pores
· Promotes healing of blemishes
· Warms the skin and increases metabolism
· Increases circulation
· Improves skin colour
· Relaxes facial muscles
· Stimulates sebaceous and sweat glands

· Explain how the treatment is performed:
· Ensure correct positioning of the lamp, ensure a safe but effective distance 
· Cover areas not receiving treatment
· Ensure that the client’s eyes are closed and covered
· Observe the client throughout the treatment

The format of the examination will be as follows:

All instructions for the learner must be clearly outlined in an examination paper.

The minimum pass mark must be achieved in both the practical and theory examination in order to pass the overall assessment.
