· To enable the learner to develop the academic and vocational language, literacy and numeracy skills related to folklore and ethnology through the medium of the indicative content 
· To enable the learner to take responsibility for his/her own learning.

· Selection and use of relevant research/survey techniques, source materials, from recognised research data 
· Present research material in a range of formats
· Photographic, Video, Written, Painting, Drawing etc
· Use digital cameras, recording devices and other technical equipment 
· Movie maker, photographs, video, windows media player etc
· Identification of  institutions and organisations linked with curation and conservation 
· Appropriate referencing/bibliography
· Ability to evaluate, analyse, draw conclusions, make recommendations and include time management of the project

Learners will produce a report of their findings including methodology, analysis, evaluation and presentation and a complete bibliography

Evidence for this assessment technique must include written and/or a combination of the following:  oral, graphic, audio, visual or digital evidence.   Any audio, video or digital evidence must be provided in a suitable format.  

All instructions for the learner must be clearly outlined in an assessment brief
