Objectives of the Programme Module
· To facilitate the learner to develop the skills necessary to format professional treatments, screenplays and shooting scripts. 
·  To enable the learner to develop the skills needed to realize and/or create a premise to a story.
· To familiarise the learner with techniques needed to produce storyboards.
· To introduce the participants to a wide variety of script formats and models for their writing.
· To assist the learner to develop the academic and vocational language, literacy and numeracy skills related to Scriptwriting through the medium of the indicative content 
· To enable the learner to take responsibility for his/her own learning.

Facilitate the learner to develop a storyline for the script treatment for example by exploring strategies for generating ideas.
Enable the learner to research the background of the subject matter for example by 
· Illustrating the research they have undertaken with detailed research notes
· Documenting all the research they have undertaken
Enable the learner to assemble ideas, requirements and contents in note form for a draft treatment for example by
· Presenting their ideas in the form of draft notes
· Providing the backstory to their script
Enable the learner to summarize the main storyline in prose for example by
· Extracting key elements of the narrative
· Introducing and developing key characters 
· Specifying locations. 
Facilitate the learner to write treatment to include specific treatment details for running time, locations and how many actors for example by
· Determining the timeline
· Establishing the structure of their plot
· Describing characters and locations

Section 2: Devising the Screenplay
Enable the learner to develop a screenplay from a treatment for example producing a professionally formatted screenplay
Enable the learner to choose a format that suits the ideas they want to express for example by
· Using appropriate Scriptwriting Software
· Exploring and evaluating different script format.
Facilitate the learner to adapt their ideas to the required format for example by 
· Presenting their work in a number of different formats
· Applying the conventions of script presentation to their work such as presenting a cover page, outline, treatment and script.
Facilitate the learner to produce a script that is original for example by
· Illustrating and exploring the various themes, plotlines and styles of pre-existing scripts and other related formats.
· Using strategies to generate original ideas.
Make the learner aware of how to estimate the length of time needed to put across the chosen interpretation for example by
· Showing evidence that they have produced a script to fit a time slot.
· Showing they understand formatting principles as regards length of script.
· Structuring their plot to suit the time allotted.
Equip the learner with techniques for developing character for example
· Body language and facial expression
· Backstory
· Costume and make up
· Content and delivery of dialogue
· Framing of Shot
· Setting and Props
Facilitate the learner in devising convincing dialogue for example
· Creating and exploring different examples of dialogue
· Ensuring that the dialogue is appropriate the character/setting
Explore with the learner ways to evoke an appropriate atmosphere for example by considering 
· Lighting
· Camera Movement
· Editing
· Sound and Music
· Non-verbal/Verbal Communication of Actors
Facilitate the learner in developing their own writing style for example by
· Engaging  in drafting and redrafting their script
· Experimenting with different script formats
Explore with the learner how to write with clarity for example by
· Illustrating that they can produce a script that is easy to understand and use.
· Choosing words that are commonly used
· Providing necessary descriptive detail
· Avoiding excessive and unnecessary descriptive detail.
· Exploring the drafting and redrafting process
Enable the learner to write with literary technique for example by 
· Exploring different types of script 
· Modelling their own writing on good technique that they have explored 
· Comparing and contrasting good and poor scriptwriting technique
· Developing constructive and critical self-analysis
Facilitate the learner in writing a screenplay that can be visually interpreted for example by
· Applying the necessary formatting rules Scene Headings etc
· Providing sufficient descriptive detail
· Specifying location, time and transition
Section Three: Adapting a Screenplay
Facilitate the learner to investigate ways of adapting the screenplay including storyboards, shooting scripts and radio adaptations. 
Make the learner aware of how to clearly layout a shooting script using industry recognisable terms for example by 
· Creating a detailed shooting script 
· Providing the information in language that is employed by the film industry
Enable the learner to produce a shooting script from a screenplay and present it professionally by including all the relevant information for example by 
· Producing a shooting script that has been derived from a screenplay
· Presenting a professionally format script that provides the information necessary for filming
Facilitate the learner in devising a script for a variety of productions including radio, TV and Film for example by producing a radio version of one of their scripts
Enable the learner to adapt a storyboard from a screenplay or a shooting script for example by  
· Visualising the appearance of each shot
· Sketching how each shot should appear on screen.
Make the learner aware of how to lay out a storyboard containing the relevant information and to communicate clearly the type of shot required for example by providing accurate written description of each shot

· Provide a summary of the main storyline of the script.
· Assemble their ideas, requirements and contents in note form for draft treatment producing for example rough notes.  
· Write a treatment with specific treatment details such as running time, locations and number of actors. 

Screenplay Two with Shooting Script, Storyboards and Radio Version
In this screenplay the learner will provide evidence in which they
· Produce a shooting script that is clearly laid out using industry recognisable terms, presented professionally, includes all relevant information and has been adapted from a screenplay.  
· Create a screenplay that has been adapted to fit an appropriate time slot.
· Write a short script for a radio version of this screenplay. 
· Design a storyboard that has been adapted from a screenplay or a shooting script, which contains the relevant information and communicates clearly the type of shot required. 

Screenplay Three 
In this screenplay the learner will provide evidence in which they
· Write a script/ screenplay which demonstrates that the learner has developed their own writing style and which can be visually interpreted. 
· Write with clarity and literary technique
· Create developed characters, use dialogue effectively and evoke an appropriate atmosphere. 

Evidence for this assessment technique may take the form of written, oral, graphic, audio, visual or digital evidence, or any combination of these (select as appropriate). Any audio, video or digital evidence must be provided in a suitable format.

All instructions for the learner must be clearly outlined in an assessment brief.
