This programme module aims to equip the learner with the knowledge, skill and competence to generate two dimensional (2D) and three dimensional (3D) art works and artifacts exploiting combinations of mixed media and interdisciplinary processes and consolidating interpretative, expressive, critical and craft skills.

· To enable the learner to experiment with a range of mixed media techniques and materials creating a variety of possibilities through research and investigation.
·  To facilitate the learner to explore personal ideas and motives by combining materials and producing robust work in 2D and 3D.
·  To create an awareness of health and safety and to assist the learner to exercise responsible workshop practices.
·  To enable the learner to present a portfolio of work to exhibition standard.
· To assist the learner to develop the academic and vocational language, literacy and numeracy skills related to Combined Materials through the medium of the indicative content 

· To enable the learner to exercise substantial personal autonomy and responsibility.

10. Indicative Content 

This section provides suggestions for programme content but is not intended to be prescriptive. The programme module can be delivered through classroom based learning activities, group discussions, one-to-one tutorials, field trips, case studies, role play and other suitable activities, as appropriate.

A body of work must be completed that would be deemed suitable for inclusion in an exhibition or portfolio. The work should demonstrate examples of the learner’s initial sketchbook ideas through to the finished pieces. The work should demonstrate the learner’s journey in exploring and experimenting with mixed media, through the use of appropriate methods, techniques and materials as a resolution to artistic enquiry and problem solving.

Section 1: Experiment and Explore
Facilitate the learner to experiment and explore possibilities by: (Learning Outcomes 1, 2, 3, 4)

· Investigating a range of materials and techniques, for example:
· Recycled materials 

· Consider the role recycling plays in our own lives and in society

· Consider recycling in the context of contemporary and visual arts practice

· Demonstrate how to advance existing mediums by combining with recycled objects, for example: painting with old credit cards; using discarded cardboard as a canvas, etc.

· Other sources

· Using knowledge from other sources investigate ways of integrating these skills and techniques to create original styles

· Evaluate the skills required in combining different mediums

Explore with the learner how to identify the expressive possibilities of combining materials and processes through extensive experimentation. (Learning Outcome 6)
· Demonstrate the use of less traditional materials to illustrate ideas

· Investigate new ways of creative expression through the use of mixed media

· Put emphasis on the process and not the end result

Demonstrate to the learner responsible workshop practice in relation to Health, Safety and Environmental Practices. (Learning Outcome 7)
· Health
· Toxic glues/adhesives, spray mount

· The appropriate use of safety wear – masks, safety glasses, gloves, etc

· Appropriate ventilation of a room
· Safety
· The correct storage of tools and equipment

· Lifting and storage of own work

· Environmental
· The storage and disposal of hazardous materials

· Reducing waste and encourage the use of recycled materials

· Creative presentation of pieces should be considered, for example, not all pieces look best in print, other mediums such as audio, video, animation, etc may present a piece in a more suitable setting

Where possible, textured items should not be photographed, printed or hidden behind a plastic portfolio sleeve but, instead should be presented in their true tactile form allowing one to touch, where possible

Guidelines for Assessment Activities

Assessment briefs may be designed to allow the learner to make use of a wide range of media in presenting assessment evidence, as appropriate. Quality assured procedures must be in place to ensure the reliability of learner evidence.

	The portfolio/Collection of Work may be produced throughout the duration of this programme.

	The learner will compile a Collection of Work to include evidence that demonstrates the following:

Examples of exploiting, exploring and experimenting with a variety of diverse materials and techniques. Learners are given a selection of tasks, for example glueing, fusing, stitching, layering, building, etc. This will allow them to demonstrate their level of understanding and technical ability in working with the different materials.

Learners should be encouraged to maintain a comprehensive journal/sketchbook, documenting the various requirements underpinning succesful combinations of diverse materials and media. It should also highlight personal ideas, motivations and interests. When complete, it should reveal a personal journey of experimentations. It should contain a comprehensive personal comment to critically compare owns work and others work. It should also demonstrate an awareness of contemporary and past visual art practice.

Display evidence of participation in safe workshop practices by listing the health and safety requirements and documenting the safe and correct use of equipment.

Demonstrate evidence of good studio practice by sucessfully meeting deadlines and presenting work to portfolio standard.

Evidence for this assessment technique may take the form of written, oral, graphic, audio, visual or digital evidence or any combination of these. Any audio, video or digital evidence must be provided in a suitable format.

All instructions for the learner must be clearly outlined in the assessment brief.
