8. Objectives of the Programme Module
· to facilitate the learner to appreciate the importance of health and safety when working in a museum or gallery environment

· to assist the learner to appreciate the importance of exhibitions as a means of communication, both visually and educationally

· to enable the learner to work effectively as a member of a team

· to enable the learner to demonstrate an ability to use a variety tools related to this area of study

· to assist the learner to develop an exhibition in a venue to a designer's or curator's brief

· to facilitate the learner to be able to evaluate an exhibition by comparing and contrasting techniques
· to assist the learner to develop the academic and vocational language, literacy and numeracy skills related to Exhibition techniques through the medium of the indicative content 

· To enable the learner to exercise substantial personal autonomy and responsibility.

8. Operate with due regard to industry practice including for planning, administration, health and safety and archive/recording standards

9. Evaluate the quality of a range of own and others’ exhibitions, including the quality and presentation of information available to the public regarding works.
10. Indicative Content 

This section provides suggestions for programme content but is not intended to be prescriptive. The programme module can be delivered through classroom based learning activities, group discussions, one-to-one tutorials, field trips, case studies, role play and other suitable activities, as appropriate.
Section 1: Knowledge and Breadth of Exhibition Techniques
· the student will be able to explain specialised roles within an exhibition design management team, including that of the curator, by class discussions, visiting specialists, attending events in the sector, and field trips (LO1)

· the student will be able to comprehend the importance of an exhibition layout by studying the power of placement, the importance of health and safety in a gallery environment, as well as displaying educational label copy correctly in space by watching films, visiting venues, lecture series, field trips (LO2)

· the student will learn the respect for an artefact by learning how to catalogue it properly, handle it properly, create a condition report, wrap an artefact properly by a series of hands-on workshops and demonstrations, visits to local galleries, and film (LO3)

· the student will evaluate the importance of efficient documentation and cataloguing methods, including the original catalogue sheet, spread sheet, inventory sheets for Collection of Work, artist's contract, and post-mortem reports by creating all of these documents via demonstrations, lectures, field trips, visiting specialists (LO4)

· the student will examine the importance of the floor-plan, i.e. exhibition map as primary in the exhibition techniques process to include an understanding of health and safety practices, design, working with varied hanging techniques and materials to make the exhibition as visually impactful as possible   via hands-on workshops, group discussions, field trips and film (LO5)
Section 2: Competence with Tools and Exhibition Design Techniques
· the student will undertake the cutting of a mat using knives, proper materials and a mat cutter, via demonstration and team working and mission statement (LO6)

· the student will demonstrate an ability to measure wood to create a frame to fit a specific piece of work to be displayed, all by hands-on demonstrations, workshops, and lectures and team working (LO6)

· the student will undertake the preparation of a wall and wooden surface for painting, by demonstration of filling, sanding and applying paint (LO6)

· the student will develop the skills to measure wood to fabricate a plinth by demonstration, lectures, hands-on workshops (LO7)

· the students will take the artefacts that have been matted and framed, prepared for plinths and platforms and will participate in creating an exhibition to a site-specific map, created by a curator or exhibition designer (LO7)

· the students will project manage an event related to the exhibition design in accordance with health and safety best practice, including presentation of work, opening and maintaining the event, planning the hang and take down, Collection of Work, transportation all by hands-on demonstrations, team working and lectures (LO7) (LO8)

· the students will evaluate the quality of their own work and the work of others by visiting museums and galleries, field trips, and team working (LO9)
