· To assist the learner develop conceptual, observation, recording, manipulation and application skills
· To assist the learner to develop an in-depth knowledge of colour theory and its uses in communicating ideas through the medium of painting
· To enable the learner relate their work to other artists’ work and understand the historical context of this work
· To facilitate the learner compile and confidently display, in a public space, a personal body of work that is visually and conceptually stimulating
· To assist the learner develop the academic and vocational language, literacy and numeracy skills related to Painting Level 6 through the medium of the indicative content. 

· To enable the learner to exercise substantial personal autonomy and responsibility.

· experiment with alternative painting appliances such as sponges, airbrushes, cloths, hands, etc.
· observe, record, analyse, interpret a variety of subjects that are of personal interest to the learner.
· demonstrate practical knowledge of canvas priming and stretching
· assess the impact of a range of art movements that are of interest to the learner
· produce a visual and written diary that explores the range of art movements and include a personal evaluation of each movement
· develop an individual and personal style of work that is partly influenced by the art movements which have been studied
· produce a body of work that is of a professional standard and suitable for public display

· consider the most appropriate means of framing and displaying their work

· evaluate the suitability of a chosen exhibition space and determine ways in which future spaces can be selected.
