7. Aim of the Programme Module

This programme module aims to provide the learner with the knowledge, skills and competence to generate robust research- based 3D fine art sculpture using a variety of media appropriately. Learners will consolidate a personal visual language through observation, disciplined technical practice, creativity and critical evaluation.
8. Objectives of the Programme Module

· To facilitate the learner to produce a body of work to exhibition standard.

· To enable the learner to use a variety of processes including drawing, sketch models and photography to explore the possibilities of 3D expression.
· To create an awareness of contemporary and historiacal sculptural practices through contextual studies.
· To explore with the learner the creative possibilities of both aesthetic and physical characteristics of 3D materials
· To assist the learner to develop the academic and vocational language, literacy and numeracy skills related to Sculpture Level 6 through the medium of the indicative content.
· To enable the learner to exercise substantial personal autonomy and responsibility.

	Candidates are required to produce a minimum of two pieces or a series of pieces produced over a period of time that demonstrate the mastery of skills and which are suitable for exhibition. A statement of Art Practices should accompany the candidate’s work

The learner will compile a Collection of Work to include evidence that demonstrates the following:
Translation of Concepts:
· Demonstrate a level of competence in developing and communicating concepts through a variety of sculptural media
Research:
· Record, develop, collate, analyse and understand observed information as accurately as possible. 
· Individual interests and aesthetic criteria should be evident in research.
Exploration of 3D Materials:
· Extensive exploration of a variety of 3D forms through sketch models and final pieces.

· Recording of processes and application of safe use of materials and equipment.
· Responsible workshop practices at all times
Creative and Aesthetic Development:
· Development of a creative visual faculty and an individual aesthetic response towards specialised media should be evident in the final portfolio of work

· Development of a critical evaluation of own and other’s 3D sculptural work
· Development of personal abilities for further specialisation
Contextual Study:
· Investigation of contemporary and historical sculptural practices

· Understanding of both theory and context of the work
Professional Practice and Exhibition of work:
· Demonstrate a proficiency in the co-ordination of completed works for exhibition
The Collection of Work will include notebooks, sketchbooks, photographic evidence of 3D sketch models, final maquettes, material and experimental samples, relevant support studies and finished work. Evidence for this assessment technique may take the form of a range of appropiate media. Any audio, video or digital evidence must be provided in a suitable format.

All instructions for the learner must be clearly outlined in an assessment brief.
